The stage deck elevation must fall within the height range of the adjustable height stairway model
being assembled.

1. Attach one caster (20) to both of the lower stringers (22) using four 5/16-18 x 3/4" carriage bolts (18) and
four 5/16-18 lock nuts (19) as shown.

2. Attach one handle (10) to the outside of each lower stringer assembly
using two 10-16 x 3/4" self-tapping screws (11) as shown.

If assembling on a different Wenger Corporation stage deck ,see "Deck Connect Orientation"
on page 16 before proceeding.

3. Attach the deck connect assembly (13) to the stage deck.
a. Be sure that both connect brackets are open. This can be adjusted by turning the handle.

b. Lift the adjustable stairway connect brackets to fit over the lip of the stage deck and to rest on the stage
deck as shown.

c. Tighten the handle on both connect brackets to secure it
into place.

4. Attach the lower stringer assemblies.
a. Place the base assembly (1) on the ground in front of the deck connect assembly.

b. With the handle at the outside top, fit both of the lower stringer assemblies into the channels of the
deck connect assembly to align the holes as shown.

c. Lower the other end of the lower stringer assemblies to align with the base assembly as shown.

d. Attach each lower stringer assembly to the base assembly using one 3/8-16 x 2" capscrew (4),
one 1/2" OD x 3/8" ID x 1-1/4" flange bearing (3) and one 3/8-16 lock nut (2) as shown.

5. Attach the upper stringers (21).

a. With the larger hole facing out, fit both of the upper stringers into the channels of the deck connect
assembly to align the holes as shown.

b. Lower the other end of the upper stringers to align with the base assembly as shown.
The base assembly may need to be tilted upward to fit the bottom of each upper stringer.

d. Attach each upper stringer to the base assembly (1) using one 3/8-16 x 2" capscrew (4),
one 1/2" OD x .3/8" ID x 1-1/4" flange bearing (3) and one 3/8-16 lock nut (2) as shown.

6. Attach a step tread (23) to the bottom location.

a. Align the channels in the bottom of a step tread (23) with the bottom available set of drilled holes in
both the upper and lower stringers.

This will be the larger hole in the upper stringer.

b. Attach the front of the step tread using one 3/8-16 x 3" self-tapping screw (8) and one
3/8"0OD x 1/2" ID x 1/4" flange bearing (3) through the upper stringer and into the front channel
of the step tread as shown.
An impact driver is recommended for attaching step treads.

c. Attach the rear of the step tread using one 3/8-16 x 3" self-tapping screw (8) and one
3/8" OD x 1/2" ID x 1-1/4" flange bearing (3) through the upper stringer and into the front channel
of the step tread as shown.

7. Attach a step tread (23) to the top location.
a. Align the channels in the bottom of a step tread (23) with the top available set of holes in both
the upper and lower stringers and the holes on the deck connect assembily.

b. Attach the step tread using four 3/8-16 x 3" self-tapping screws (8) and four
3/8" OD x 1/2" ID x 1-1/4" flange bearings (3) through the upper/lower stringers,
deck connect assembly and into the channels of the step tread as shown.

8. Attach step treads (23) to the remaining locations leaving only the middle location open.
Counting up from the bottom step tread, the middle location is defined as:

a. Align the channels in the bottom of each step tread (23) with the matching set of holes in both the
upper and lower stringers.

b. Attach each step tread using four 3/8-16 x 3" self-tapping screws (8) and four
3/8" OD x 1/2" ID x 1-1/4" flange bearings (3) through the upper and lower stringers and into the
channels of the step treads as shown.

9. Attach the pivot plates (16) and the remaining step tread (23).

a. Attach the remaining step tread (23) and one pivot plate (16) on both outside surfaces to the open
middle location using two 3/8-16 x 3" self-tapping screws (8), two 3/8"ID x 1-1/4"OD black washers (14)
and two 3/8" OD x 1/2" ID x 1-1/4" flange bearings (3) through the upper and lower stringers and into
the channels on both sides of the step treads as shown.

b. Attach one side adjustment knob (15) to each pivot plate (16) using one 3/8-16 x 2" carriage bolt (17),
one 3/8" ID x 1-1/4" OD black washer (14) and one 3/8" ID lock washer (24) through the square hole
in each lower stringer as shown.

2. Using two people, lift the adjustable stairway connect brackets to fit over the lip of the stage deck and
to rest on the stage deck as shown.

3. Tighten the handle on both connect brackets to secure the adjustable stairway into place.

4. Stair treads can be adjusted to stay parallel with the floor by turning the side adjustment handles.

Deck Connect Orientation

The adjustable height stairway is designed to for use with many Wenger Corporation stage systems.
1. Depending on the stage system, the deck connect plate must be oriented to attach to the stairway.
2. Remove the two 1/4-20 x 7/8" capscrews and 1/4-20 lock nuts securing each deck connect plate.

3. Orient the deck connect plate according to
the type of stage being used as referenced
below and re-attach the fasteners.
