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Assembly
1.	 Place the chair upside down on a table or bench.  

Protect the chair by placing a pad or blanket on the work surface.
2.	 Pre-cut the ganging clamp mounting holes by threading,and then removing, the  

5/16 x 3/4" self-tapping screws (1) into the pre-punched mounting holes on the bottom of the  
chair frame front legs.

3.	 Attach the ganging clamp spline (2) to the user's left side leg of the chair using two of the  
5/16" x 3/4" self-tapping screws (1).

4.	 Attach the ganging clamp receiver (3) to the  
user's right side leg of the chair in the same  
manner as step 2.

5.	 Place the chair right side up on the floor.

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Operation
1.	 To gang chairs together, lift a chair so that the spline side bracket can be positioned and inserted through  

the receiver hole of the adjacent chair.

2.	 Configurations using the ganging brackets:
	 ▪  Straight - position the chairs in a straight row.
	 ▪  �Arc Angle - position the chairs in any random arc angle up to the maximum when the front chair legs 

make contact. (Shown below)
	 ▪  �Reversed Arc - to create a reverse arch, the ganging brackets must be mounted with the spline clamp 

(#2) on the right side and the receiver clamp on the left side.
